So, What’s New?

• Feral hog population growing, damage  to property 
increasing.

• Time and effort requirement to check, bait, maintain 
traps and retrieve hogs is increasing.  More hogs = 
more traps.  More traps = more time and effort.

• Resources required to retrieve trapped hogs – it’s no 
longer a one-man job.  To run ORR traps (including 
reset/rebait/retrieve) often requires ½ day, or more.  
More time is spent maintaining traps and personal 
equipment.

• New law: Governor Abbott just signed into law 
legislation that eliminates the requirement to possess a 
hunting license to hunt hogs.
